1.  Briefly describe the field experience. What did you learn about technology facilitation and leadership from completing this field experience?  
My field experience allowed me to take 3 of my ELL students and provide them support for my subject area and in acquire content area vocabulary.  I worked with my students every Monday, Wednesday and Friday from 7:15am – 8:15am before classes.  The one on one opportunity that I used with each student helped me provide them with the groundwork needed to be successful in the class and allowed them extra time to not only acquire the content knowledge but the content vocabulary.  I learned about technology facilitation by using various resources to help the students build on their content vocabulary and language acquisition.  Such as Microsoft Word to help them type out responses, videos and pictures to help give them visuals of what we were referencing in the content, translation tools to help with words they were unfamiliar with, websites to help bring up or down the Lexile level, or even blogs to help the facilitate discussion with other students.  I learned that leadership means not letting anyone fall through the cracks and in order to accommodate success with my classes I need to make sure that all students succeed by differentiating or providing extra resources to help them succeed.

My ELL students were having difficulty in learning the content area as they vocabulary that is present in my Social Studies topic are normally not vocabulary that my students have in their repertoire.  So in order for my students to obtain the knowledge of my subject area my students had to master the vocabulary.  Once they were able to gain the needed vernacular they were able to then master to better understand the topic and finally were playing on a level field with the other students.  Skills that are needed to prosper were translation skills, using a Spanish/English Dictionary or translators on the internet.  Also how to use quizlet.com to make various vocabulary note cards and also to make subject review material for studying use.  Students also needed to know how to use toondoo.com in order to make a cartoon referencing the subject area.  Students also needed to know how to write and post a blog on Edmodo.com in order to have class discussions with other students to help better obtain the knowledge.  Students also had to be motivated to learn, early on, one of my ELL students didn’t want to come as he didn’t see the value in coming in early.  However after realizing the purpose is to help him understand the subject area and therefore bring up his low grade he was finally motivated.  We didn’t require a technology facilitator, however I did have to explain and show the various technology resources we used in class.

My field experience student learning by providing an extra resource for my ELL students to help better obtain the Social Studies content being provided in my class.
